Charles for
wanting to make sure this was passed and cheded off on
hislist; Thomas for his continued dedication and leadership
on seeing this through and helping our communiti es; and
Janet for her suppart of the task force and recommenda-
tions.

It has been along, tedious, sometimes hair-raising, some-
times upsetting and disappointing processover the last 2
yeas, however, the outcome has made it rewarding and
made us proud.Thisis ahuge victory for everyone -
neighbarhoods, Raleigh, resporsible landords and tenants,

and everyone who has fought for
and believes in the future and sta-
bility of their community. The PROP isthe tool that will
hold irresponsible landords accourntable and resporsible
for their properties. It is a program designed to target the
bad landords only.

The inspections department is expeding it to take aout 4
months to get ©the system®© in place axd training dore befo
they can begin enforcing the ordinance

Having the PROP completed is good, hut we are not
quite finished. We will continue to work through council
committee(currently, budyet and economic devel opment)
onthe remaining NPHTF recommendations that need re-
view andimplementation. We are down to alist of about 5.
Tharksto all that have shown suppat and written lettersin
suppat of the task force efforts andthe PROP.

WCAC (West Citizen’s Advisory Council) News
As many of your know, the CAC isthe only official com-
munity link and voicethat reports diredly to the city coun
cil. There are 12 CACsthroughou the city. The WCAC
meds the 4" Tuesday of every even month. The bourdaries
areroughly Tryon Road to Cary following the city limitsto
The RBC center, and Fairgrounds to Western and Avent
Ferry and Trailwoodto Tryon. There is much that happens
in this area with development, watershed issues, commu-
nity development, parks and recreation and crime. All of
these isaues and more ae part of our routine agenda. All
rezoning cases and some site plans are required to visit
their area CAC, explain their project receive feedbadc and
ask for support from the attendees of the meding. The CAC
will vote to either suppartt or deny a ase andthisvoteis
then passed onto the dty council and planning commis-
sion.

We have been busy the last couge of months with 3rezon-
ing cases:

1) 47 acreson Tryon Road - The Silver Lake property —
propcsed R-6 zoning for townhames and single family
homes.

2) asmall parcel on Western Blvd close to DeBoy and the
dentist office- proposed O& 11, (same zoning as the dentist)
3) three parcels (one cae) on Trailwood Drive for higher
zoning for multi-family and higher density single family or
townhames.

Please makeit apoint to find ou what is happening in
West Raleigh and daceyour vote.

After one year of medings and fighting thisinfill subdivi-
sion, we were successful in ou charge and cefeated this
plan. Throughou this processwe never wavered from our
goal. We spoke nat against the devel oper wanting to build
to hiszoning of R-10, bu spoke against the incompatibil -
ity of the project to the neighbarhood and the 3 curb cuts
on Garland. We highli ghted the desire to have adevel op-
ment that is positive and will help usin our effortsto
cary our neighbarhoad forward.

Thanksto Bruce Dillard for his picture show and persis-
tence andto all that have shown an interest and offered
words of encouragement and support for our community
throughout the last yea that we have been working on
this.

If we did na have such an adive, caring and supportive
community, developments such as this would passwith-
out hesitation.
