Housing and Environmental Nuisances: grass $ould be no tal er than 8 inches; trash
must be in trash cans, not in the yard; immobile cas must be freeof broken windows,
missing doars, not on blocks, etc; more than one unlicensed vehicle per property is

ill egal; yard debris sich as downed trees and limbs must be picked-up (leaves do not
apply); structures must be free of broken windows, peding paint, broken handrail s —
anything that is a safety hazad bahinside and out.

The new PROP (Probationary Rental Occupancy
Permit) ordinance began in February. In short, a
PROP isissued to thase in the businessof renting
single-family homes and properties of 20 unts or
lessthat violate dty codes and adinances. A
landlord will beissued a PROP if they recave a
violation from the inspections department or if they
recave multiple atations. If alandord habitually
recaves violations and citations, which demonstrates
their lad of attentionto their business then they are
at risk of loosing their right to rent that property.

At our March 22meding, Dan Howe, assstant city
manager, introduced and reviewed the ordinanceand
answered questions.

S outhwest Raleigh isjust beginning a new planning updete. This update will focus onways to improve and main-
tain existing businesses, and promote new quality housing and development, or redevel opment opportunities. Such
areas could be along Western Blvd, Hillsborough Street, Buck Jones, Jones Franklin aroundthe new TTA Stations,
Tryon Road, South Saunders, etc.. Thiswill be afirst step in our eff orts to welcome businesses that would off er needed
services to community residents, including, but definitely nat limited to, nice restaurants and pofessiona services; al
whil e preserving the peace and quality of lifeweal love. This plan (or road map) will help direct growth and stability

where it is needed, and redirect it from whereit is undesirable.

We are fortunate to be receiving this update, for it will offer a plan to carry us forward in a positive direction. We can-
nat stop development, but we can have aplanin place that will protect SW Raleigh from being stripped-out, paved over,
and the same businessoff ered onevery corner (which many areas of Raleigh are suff ering from). There will be further
information coming regarding this update and ways to get involved.
