So what’ s this NCOD petition all about? In anutshell, aNeighborhood Conservation Overlay District (NCOD) is the most effedive
toal the City of Raleigh offers to acamplish the goals of the Avent West Plan. The Avent West Neighborhood Plan was garted in
2003and approved by the Raleigh City Council in 2005 The Plan spell's out a number of important community goals that will help
maintain the charader of and enhancethe quality of life in Avent West and isthe allmination of alot of hard work by the Neighbor-
hood Task Forcethat worked with the City of Raleigh to get usto thispoint. The Avent West Neighborhood Plan is posted on the
Avent West Neighborhood Association web site for convenience

The NCOD isameans provided by our City to proted property values, allow for diversity, and maintain the quality of lifein our
neighborhood The NCOD is gedfic and refledive of Avent West. Please seethe mailing from the City of Raleigh for more de-
tails. Included in this padage also is areferenceto people that can answer questions you may have aout the petiti on.

The NCOD has proven effedive in more than adozen central Raleigh reighborhoods snce it was devised over adecale ggo. Cam-
eron Park, North Boylan, Oberlin Vill age, Mordeca and Five Points are examples of the neaby communiti es that have chosen to use
and prospered from the NCOD to proted the charader, scae and quality of lifein their neighborhoods. The Avent West task force
thinks it would be alvantageous for our neighborhoodto join this group of neighborhoods.

Anyone who livesin Avent West knows what a grea neighborhoodit isand what a grea placeit isto bein Raleigh. Now, aswe go
forward with this petition, we have the oppatunity to be officially recognized by the City of Raleigh as a Neighborhood Conserva-
tion Overlay District.

Note: A couple of corrections/ improvements are planned to be propaosed to the City Courcil aswe goply for the NCOD.

Front Yard Parking: Theintent inthe NCOD isto permit changes to driveways outside of the city right-of-way, nat
front yard setbadk as written, while till preserving the single family residential character and zoning. Clarificaionin
wording neals to be crrected to reflect thisintent.

Sde Setback: In analyzing this provision more dosely, the conclusionisthat it adds little value to the NCOD and hes
been a sourceof concern and confusion. Theintent isto drop this side setbadk provision from the NCOD.
